the proper external mating threads.

1. Read all warnings included in this manual and included in national and local
codes regarding all parts used in the operation of this appliance

2. Inspect the burner before each use of the appliance. If there is any evidence
that the burner is damaged, it must be replaced before operating.

3. Upon completing the gas line connection, a small amount of air will be in the
lines. When first lighting the burner it will take a few minutes for the lines to
purge themselves of this air. Subsequent lighting of the appliance will not re-
quire such purging. Never allow that ball valve to remain in the open posi-
tion (fully counterclockwise) without placing a burner match on top of the
burner first!

LIGHTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. To light the burner with an LP gas supply, fully open the tank valve counterclockwise.
Note: Your Key Valve must be turned off. Then, using the key supplied turn the gas on
slowly and ignite using a butane lighter or long fireplace match, after ignition adjust the
flame to the desired height.

2. For Natural Gas units, be sure your main gas to the appliance is turned on. Note: Your
Key Valve must be turned off. Then, using the key supplied turn the gas on slowly and
ignite using a butane lighter or long fireplace match, after ignition adjust the flame to the
desired height.

3. If the burner does not ignite before the match goes out, immediately turn the gas supply to
the appliance off using the key supplied.

4. Wait at least five minutes to clear out any gas. Then smell for gas, including the base of
the appliance. If you smell gas, STOP! Follcaw the proper warning listed above about
what to do if you smell Jas.

6. While this appliance is not in use, it should be covered to protect it from weather and other
adverse elements. Not protecting the appliance could result in a void of the warranty.

NOTE: Carbon (soot) may build up on the surfaces of the gas logs with heavy use. This is more likely
to occur when using LP gas. The soot should be cleaned off the surface of the gas logs periodically.

To clean the logs, be sure the fire is out, the gas supply is turned off and the 4 logs are cool to the
touch. The soot can then be brushed off with a dry bristle brush. Gas logs can be damaged if mishan-
dled. Dispose of the soot and cleaning materials properly. Keep the soot away from clothing and out-
door furniture.
